Highest recorded amount of agriculture teacher with 14,756 positions and 9,212 agriculture 
programs. 

474 new positions reported for 2023, an increase of 8% from the year prior and the highest 
recorded growth in the last 10 years.  

The amount of graduate completers that are entering the classroom remains at a high rate 
of 78%, only a 1% decrease from 2022. 

Total post-secondary agricultural education program enrollment is trending upward            
by 4.3 % following the COVID pandemic.  

The retention rate continues stable at a rate of 94%. This percentage is calculated without 
the amount of retirement and those that are teaching agriculture out of state.
